Code of conduct for the rider
RESPECT THE LAW

1. Ensure that you have your up-to-date membership identification with you;
2. Obtain a membership for your guests and ensure that they are informed of the rules of the Pontiac Equestrian Association;
3. *Rest stops are only permitted in designated areas within Gatineau Park;
4. *Do not let horses drink directly from creeks or ponds. Personal containers must be filled for watering horses;
5. Do not ride on the trail when it is wet;
6. *Do not allow horses to graze while in Gatineau Park;
7. No alcohol or illicit drugs to be consumed on the trail;
8. No littering;
9. *Fires are not permitted;
10. No smoking;
11. Cross all public areas at a walk;
12. *Do not take companion animals on the trail with you.

RESPECT PRIVATE PROPERTIES AND OWNERS

1. *Always stay on the trail. Avoid trail braiding to minimize damage;
2. If you need to open a gate, please close it immediately after your group has passed through;
3. Respect private properties and signs;
4. *Respect the fauna, and overall environment of the trail;
5. *No flower picking, no cutting trees, do not damage natural environment;
6. Be respectful with people you meet on the trail.

1. Respect the other users of the trail and approach them at a walk;
2. Overtake riders at a walk or trot only after notifying the riders being passed;
3. Slow down when approaching other horses and stay on the right side of the trail; advise other riders before passing at a walk or a trot.

RESPECT SECURITY MEASURES

1. No racing;
2. The rider is responsible to ensure safe behavior of his or her horse;
3. Ride single file on bridges and roads;
4. Report any unacceptable behavior to the Pontiac Trail Riders Association, including damage to trails. Your participation is very important for the protection of the trails and the safety of the riders.
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
